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Miami-Dade County Animal Services (the Department) is committed to safeguarding the safety and
welfare of the pets and constituents of Miami-Dade County. The Department has accomplished
unprecedented milestones to save animal lives and in the improvement of the quality of life for rescued
and saved animals. The Department would like to thank the Office of the Inspector General (OIG) for the
opportunity to respond to your report.

Executive Summary

The Department is pleased that the OIG’s draft report confirms that false allegations such as intentional
falsification of documents and records to enhance the shelter’s save rate, incineration of live animals,
shelter-arranged dog fights, mistreatment of animals and lack of medical care are unsubstantiated. Despite
the programmatic overhauls to save more animals and reach a no kill goal, the Department continually
deals with these and other similar baseless claims intended to malign the shelter and its employees. The
Department appreciates the OIG looking into and addressing these matters. These positive OIG findings
are summarized below for reference:

1-“The OIG did not find any intentional mistreatment of animals. Neither were allegations regarding
intentional falsification of documents to enhance the shelter’s reported rate of animals saved
substantiated.”

2-“...a complainant alleging that ASD allows animals to fight causing injury or death to the animals.”
“...the OIG focused on the allegation that shelter staff intentionally created the situations that resulted in
animal fights and injuries; we found no evidence of that.”

3-“None of the incidents reviewed revealed any evidence that ASD intentionally arranged animal
fights.”

4-"The OIG did not find improper medical treatment or lack of medical care by ASD.”
5-The OIG reviewed allegations that ASD staff was euthanizing animals by improperly mixing drugs

causing a slow and painful death. The OIG found that ASD follows Florida Statute....and its own
internal procedures which are based on the statute, in performing euthanasia.”
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6-“....did not find evidence that mixtures [of drugs for euthanasia] are being made or administered by
unauthorized individuals”

7-“The OIG conducted interviews of other personnel in other agencies in the animal shelter and care
industry. Personnel from the ASPCA and the University of Florida provided information and were
satisfied with the medical care and treatment...” “The OIG is satisfied that, contrary to the allegations,
the animals received proper medical care and treatment.”

8- “A central theme of the allegations against ASD was that ASD manipulates records to show a
Javorable Save Rate.” “The OIG did not find intentional skewing of data resulting in a significantly
higher Save Rate percentage.”

9-"The OIG conducted a random sample of records to evaluate the issues related to setting parameters
and extracting data from Chameleon [database of all animal activity].” “The OIG sought to determine
whether the report generated by Chameleon for the Save Rate calculations identifies all animals that have
been euthanized...” “The testing concluded the parameters for capturing the data in order to calculate

the Save Rate were correct.”

10- “The OIG also reviewed an allegation that ASD altered, manipulated, or falsified records concerning
the reporting of animals as “died” while in the care of the shelter.” “The OIG did not find deliberate
manipulation or falsification of ASD data...”

11-"The OIG looked into the disposal of animals because of an allegation that ASD was using the
incinerator improperly, and in some cases incinerating animals while alive. The OIG found the
allegations to be completely baseless.”

Noted in the background section of the OIG draft report are several charts highlighting the Department’s
success to reduce the needless euthanasia of pets abandoned at the shelter and other programs that have
contributed to improving animal welfare. It is important to note that since 2011 the Department has
dramatically decreased the number of dogs and cats euthanized from more than 18,000 annually in
2010 to fewer than 2,600 in 2015. Conversely, pet lives saved have overwhelmingly increased from
approximately 14,000 to more than 26,000 in the same time frame (see Chart A below).

One key recommendation by the OIG is that the Department should use another methodology for
calculating the percent of animals saved. The use of this alternate methodology is known as the Asilomar
Accords (Asilomar) live release rate formula and reporting criteria. The OIG recommends that the
principles of the Asilomar Accord be used to calculate animal lives saved and to help increase
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transparency in data reporting. As noted in the draft report by the OIG, the Department already meets the
State reporting requirements of the Shelter Transparency Act that requires shelters to capture certain data
as per Florida State Statute. However, the Department will go a step further and begin to publish its “raw
data” on the web page and begin using the Asilomar formula as recommended. When applying the
recommended formula, as opposed to the methodology historically used by the Department, the percent of
animals saved is higher, as shown in Chart B below, and further validates the Department’s
accomplishment of attaining the 90% goal.

While this is a monumental accomplishment for one of the largest animal shelters in America, it is the
Department’s goal to rehome every “savable” dog and cat. Although not covered in detail in the OIG’s
draft report, the Department has almost completely eliminated euthanasia for lack of space in just a few
years. This difficult accomplishment represents a serious commitment by the Department and leadership
in the systemic programmatic improvements that were necessary for this achievement. In 2015, these
system-wide improvements culminated in helping reach this goal.

Methodology for Responding to OIG Observations

As the OIG recognized in the draft report, the task of sheltering and caring for the County’s pet
population is complex and multi-faceted. The Department is pleased that it has been provided with a copy
of the draft report to review and address any misunderstandings, inaccuracies or non-fact based anecdotal
observations.

The Department’s response will be structured in such a way that it will address the seven areas identified
in the OIG report: the Security and Safety of Animals, Animal Welfare, Save Rate, Records
Reconciliation, Tracking of Animals Transferred to Rescue Groups, Security of Facilities and Controls,
and Animal Services Department Staffing. Each section will address an issue as well as the cases and
recommendations associated with it.

The Department’s response is based on 1) shelter industry best practices and standards; 2) information
provided to the OIG describing existing procedures, 3) expert input from shelter industry professionals, 4)
clarification of misinterpreted supporting materials; and 5) the correction of factually incorrect allegations
used to support baseless claims.

The Department agrees with and has already implemented many of the recommendations made by the
OIG in your draft report. The only recommendations not implemented are those inconsistent with animal
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sheltering practices and expert advice on industry best practices. Information that demonstrates many of
the recommendations are already in place will be discussed throughout the response for clarification.

Objective

The Department intends to factually correct observations and findings and respectfully requests that
editorial comments be removed. The Department is requesting that the OIG rescind this draft report, as
noted, and review the additional information regarding erroneously reported and invalid information
provided, misunderstandings of sheltering industry practices, misinterpretation of existing Department
policies and practices, new clarifications provided herein and additional expert information the
Department has only now been able to provide in responding to specific observations. The Department
restates that the recommendations provided by the OIG are largely acceptable, despite the fact that
supporting findings and observations are without merit.

Highlights of Inaccurate OIG Observations and Findings in support of Department Methodology

As previously noted, the Department agrees with almost all of the recommendations in the OIG’s draft
report. The OIG recognizes the magnitude of the shelter’s population and how any one, isolated incident
can be dismissed as “statistically insignificant.” The Department disagrees with the validity given to
statistically invalid examples and interpretations used in making findings. Highlights 1 through 5 below
represent examples of issues identified with observations and findings from the OIG draft report. Due to
the large volume and detail of the response, the Department is providing the highlights below for ease of
review. The entire response contains additional details not provided in these highlights.

Highlight 1- The OIG based one observation regarding the save rate on incomplete information. The OIG
draft report states that the Department incorrectly reported the overall animal save rate. The report states
that the Department reported the dog save rate as the overall animal save rate which should also include
cats. The OIG confirmed with the Department that they used the meeting minutes captured by the Clerk
of the Board at the June 12, 2012 Public Safety and Healthcare Administration Committee (PSHAC)
meeting to make this determination. However, when the video recording of the meeting is reviewed, it
clearly shows that the Department correctly reported on the save rate for dogs only. Yet the report relied
on this incomplete record to support a conclusion regarding save rate findings. Please note that this figure
was also reported correctly numerous times over the past 5 years in public documents and presentations.
This information is available for review as is the video of committee proceedings on the County’s
website.

Highlight 2- The use of photos without timestamps (OIG Exhibit 2) to support allegations calls into
question the reliability of said photos and context within which they were taken. The Department does not
agree this is a reliable methodology for supporting any concern and believes it represents a pattern of
unintended confirmation bias present throughout the draft report, perhaps resulting from the false
allegations provided to the investigators by complainants. As demonstrated by the OIG in the draft report,
there is no confirmation as to when the actions in the photos allegedly occurred or if the situation was
created by the unauthorized actions of a trespasser. The speculative nature of this reference and
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observation are very concerning and, therefore, the Department requests the opportunity to review the
information provided to the OIG.

Highlight 3- The OIG confirmed as false the baseless allegation that the shelter was allowing or
arranging for organized dog fighting. The OIG provided the Department a video obtained from the
internet almost two (2) years after the alleged incident. The Department is grateful it was given this
information to review. It seems the matter was investigated based on this insufficient evidence and relied
on information circulating on the internet in a practice known as “internet trolling”'.  This practice is
disturbing, causes the misuse of public resources and should be looked into. Other inaccuracies in the
referenced example are noted several times throughout this response.

Highlight 4- The OIG fails to recognize that efforts undertaken by staff to break-up a dog fight were
appropriate and demonstrative of training procedures. Staff responded to an incident, provided as OIG
case example 4, using approved training techniques. A clear and practical approach to breaking up the
fight was employed which included clapping to distract the dogs, the use of a water hose to spray the dogs
down and a technique to physically separate the dogs by pulling the hind quarters. The actions are
supported by training materials on breaking up a dog fight. Staff used the appropriate level of escalation
by first using the least forceful measure and escalated as necessary until the dogs were separated as per
their training.

The Department has addressed specific areas reviewed by the OIG prior to the review and has taken
action. The draft report does not capture the Department’s improvements, Standard Operating
Procedure’s (SOP’s), controls and training that were underway during the two years (2) of the OIG
review or already in place in specific areas cited by the OIG.

The OIG’s draft report also identifies anecdotes of operational issues that may occur within some
expected margin of error as inaccuracies. During the course of the OIG review, the Department has
employed up to 200 employees responsible for the handling of pets hundreds of thousands of times. The
draft report classifies “typos”, routine data entry mistakes, and the unpredictable nature of caring for live
animals in unfamiliar surroundings as inefficiencies and operational deficiencies. This response provides
facts and clarifications supporting a contextual analysis of the relevance of those findings.

An addendum to this response provides additional concerns.

While the OIG states correctly that the County did not increase the millage rate for the implementation of
new programs in a continuing effort to become a no kill shelter, it does not recognize that the Department
implemented and/or expanded the goals of the no kill initiative and the plan contemplated in Resolution
476-13 without the mileage increase. In addition, when the OIG recommended Asilomar live release rate
is applied, the save rate percentage is even higher than previously reported.

The OIG mentions the establishment of 25 new programs. The Department appreciates that the OIG
recognizes that 25 new programs were added. As shown in Department Exhibit 1, the Department has
implemented and/or expanded many more than 25 programs. The expansion and addition of programs
was in part possible due to increased funding provided to the Department since 2013 in the annual budget.

This information is being provided to demonstrate the extent of programmatic success achieved by the
Department contrary to the OIG’s observations.

Response to Draft OIG Findings and Observations

The information provided below addresses inaccuracies identified by the Department with the OIG
findings and observations (items A through G of the OIG draft report). The Department has identified
erroneous observations and findings without merit that should not be used. It is important to reiterate that
the Department’s response is based on shelter industry best practices and standards; information provided
to the OIG describing existing procedures that were incorrectly referenced, expert input from shelter
industry professionals, clarification of misinterpretations of supporting materials and the Department’s
concern of relying on baseless, biased allegations to support findings.

The Department thanks the OIG for its more than two-year review and dedication in making the

recommendations. However, it is again important to re-state that observations and findings in support of
recommendations are inaccurate.

OIG Observations and Findings: Security and Safety of Animals

Recommendation 1-The OIG recommends that ASD enforce I A SD should review
existing security procedures and train or re-train all staff and volunteers

Department Response
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In addition, the statement regarding unlocked cages leading to animal aggression and fighting is not
accurate. Properly latched cages are designed to keep pets in. The incidents that were identified transpired
during cleaning activities when kennels were being cleaned and dogs were tethered outside their cages
and, in one case, an incorrectly latched unit. Another incident was found to be inconclusive based on the

information. Review of OIG case examples 1, 4 and 5 and OIG exhibit 2, demonstrate these points
clearly.

1- The 2013 incident in involving Anastasha and Lucky described in case example | ||| GTcNGR

The Department has provided the OIG with concerns surrounding
OIG case example 1 as it relies on the misinterpretation of supporting information and on baseless

allegations to support findings.
It is not known if the aggressor dog attacked Anastasha in the

kennel, if both dogs escaped from their kennels or if the individual filming Anastasha caused the incident.
The video of Anastasha was not provided to the Department until surfacing on the internet more than two
(2) years after the alleged incident occurred. However, the only person that could have taken the
video/pictures was an employee at the time of the incident. In fact, the Department requested that the
unknown individual responsible for filming the video be interviewed to determine what took place and
what motive there may have been in failing to notify the Department of the video which may have proved
useful in determining what took place. The OIG has been relayed other specific concerns regarding this
matter. As of this writing, no response to these specific concerns has been received. The individual
claiming responsibility for finding Anastasha in distress and for transporting her for veterinary care is a
former employee. The allegation of intentional dog fighting was made using the example of Anastasha,
however as noted by the OIG, no staff were present except for the former employee. Due to the unclear
circumstances described above and as the OIG acknowledges in the report “...that the reason for the fight
cannot be determined”, this example is without merit regarding security findings and should be removed
from the draft report.

Furthermore, the OIG cannot say if the dog escaped or was let go by someone. The only witness cannot
say either. The mere fact that the OIG was given pictures of this dog and that the incident was presented
to the OIG as a case of arranged dog fighting is disturbing, and as found by the OIG, baseless. The
Department has asked if the OIG has investigated the complainant(s) for false reports.

4- The 2016 incident involving Freddy and Samson described in OIG case example 4 I
I T1c incident occurred during the morning kennel cleaning. Both dogs were tethered

outside the kennels to allow for cleaning of their housing areas at which time Freddy chewed through his
lead and began to fight with Samson. The issue with dogs being capable of chewing through leads was
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addressed in the design of the Doral Pet Adoption and Protection Center (PAPC) as all kennels areas are
enclosed to prevent escape.

5- The OIG reports that the incident involving Luna and Clay, OIG case example 5, | RN

The incident occurred while Luna was tethered outside her kennel for cleaning and
Clay escaped from his kennel due to an unsecured latch. The information provided by the kennel
manufacturer supports this explanation and dispels the OIG’s assumption.

OIG exhibit 2 depicts the interior portion of the west wing, which has no public access. The photograph
bears no time or date stamp and, as a result, the timeframe in which it was taken cannot be confirmed.
Additionally, it is not known if the dog was intentionally placed there for the purpose of obtaining video
or if the dog escaped from over or under the gate. As such, this photograph provides no conclusive
information. Please note this is a restricted area and the photo taker was apparently already in violation of
that rule. This observation and example provide no useful information to substantiate the reported
observations and should be removed from the OIG draft report.

The July 27, 2016, observations at the PAPC were made just over a month after the grand opening. i}

I | O(G’s use of the inconclusive case example 1 should be removed as reference
for related findings.

The one incident identified was with a latch during cleaning time which was not fully engaged. The
cleaning of the pet housing areas requires direct interaction and movement of animals. The circumstances
described above can lead to incidents between dogs. These findings and observation should be removed
from the draft report as additional facts provided by the Department do not support the OIG findings.

Of the approximately 30,000 animals housed annually by the Department, the vast majority are co-housed
without incident. Co-housing is beneficial to animals as cited by the 2010 Association of Shelter
Veterinarians Guidelines for Standards of Care in Animal Shelters. Benefits related to group housing
include opportunities for positive interaction with other animals including play, exercise, companionship,
physical connection, and socialization as well as providing a more enriched and varied environment.

The Department agrees with this recommendation and is enforcing protocols.

inspections at the new facility post the transitional move-in period have been found in exceptional
compliance with this policy.
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Recommendation 2- The OIG recommends that ASD ensure that missing animals are reconciled by the
end of the shift. ASD should develop formal written policies and procedures for the physical inventory of
impounded animals. The procedures should contain, but not limited to, processes describing:

a. how to conduct the inventory, b. when to conduct the inventory, c. the frequency of inventories, d. how
to document the presence or absence of animals, e. processes to locate missing animals, f. processes to
document errors on the physical inventory, g. updating Chameleon records for each animal, h. who to
notify regarding missing animals, i. photographing animals and j. correct breed information/classification

Department Response

The Department believes that the OIG was provided erroneous background information regarding the
allegation of missing animals. The allegation regarding animals frequently ‘escaped” or “missing’ from
their kennels is directly refuted by a closer analysis of the data used by the OIG in the draft report (Tables
2a and 2b on page 11 of the OIG draft report) and summarized below in Chart C. When the data is
compared to the Intake information in (Table 1 on page 10) of the OIG draft report, it demonstrates the
insignificance of the findings. This data is included in Chart C below and compared to other Florida
shelters.

The comparison demonstrates that the Department has a much smaller percentage of Escaped/Missing
pets than other Florida shelters despite having a significantly higher population/intake. The OIG draft
report does not provide any relative comparison of escaped or missing pets.

The Department has asked to review what the OIG’s basis was for describing this as frequently missing or
escaped. Chart C demonstrates that it is not a frequent occurrence. In addition, the State of Florida
recognizes the fact that animals in shelters do escape. The Florida Transparency Act mandates all animal
shelters, humane organizations and animal control agencies in the State to report on a monthly basis the
number of animals lost in care or missing. The Department complies with this requirement.
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As demonstrated herein, this allegation should be referred as being without merit and removed from the
OIG draft report. The OIG observation that 50 animals out of a population/intake of 29,095 pets
abandoned at the Department in 2015 were escaped or missing in the inventory is not sufficient enough to
support the allegation of frequent incidents. All related observations of escaped/missing animal
conclusions drawn from this data are incorrect and should also be removed. On the contrary, the
Department’s performance in this area is well above that of other entities.

The OIG also reported on pet update procedures for inventory control. The issue involving untimely
updating of kennel locations when moving animals throughout the old shelter in Medley was hampered
by the lack of available computer terminals. Due to the age of the Medley facility and resulting from the
lack of infrastructure, no expansion of network connections throughout the kennel and clinic areas of the
shelter was pursued. In the new PAPC, this was addressed by increasing the number of computer
terminals on the pet housing floor from two (2) to eight (8), the number of computer terminals in the
clinic was also increased from two (2) to eight (8). This improvement to inventory controls is not
recognized in the OIG’s draft report.

The OIG draft report states that failure to update kennel changes results in animals being reported as
missing in the daily physical inventory. In 2015, there were 22 “missing” animals out of a population of
approximately 29,000 animals. This fact does not sufficiently support the draft report’s observations. It is
the experience of shelter professionals that missing animals are largely attributed to theft or pets with
similar physical characteristics, with missing identification bands due to animals removing them. A pet
such as this may be re-impounded resulting in an “outcome” of missing being entered in the previous
record.

The OIG draft report identifies a lack of written procedure for physical inventory of animals; but the data
and relative comparison do not support the observation. This statement is inaccurate. The requirement for
physical inventory was provided to the OIG in two separate documents. These documents were
previously referenced and included as Department Exhibits 2 and 3: the Canine Sanitation SOP which,
details the requirement to conduct a morning and afternoon inventory and the individual room assignment
tasks and the associated daily responsibilities to include inventory and locking of cages in public areas.
This OIG finding is also without merit and should not be referenced accordingly in the draft report.

Observations and findings regarding inventory are not accurate. The OIG states that there are no written
procedures. However, the Department has provided more than 70 sample inventory pages documenting
the practice of this procedure.  Contained in the sample inventory pages are approximately 38 daily
inventories ranging from August 2012 to July 2016. The inventories provided capture different kennel
housing areas and were conducted by 15 different kennel staff members. Inventories have been flagged to
indicate where a kennel attendant noted either a missing dog or a dog not on the current inventory and the
follow-up entry reflecting an update to the pet inventory record. All inventory updates took place either
the same day or the following day. The Department can review this practice further with investigators to
clarify the procedure as needed.

There may be anecdotal observations of occurrences when a policy was not followed or a human error
was made. However, the OIG’s observation regarding the lack of detailed written procedure does not
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reflect the Department’s long-standing implementation of this policy. Supporting these observations as
invalid is the data in Chart C above illustrating the extremely low occurrence of missing animals.

OIG states that the Department should ensure that inventories with missing animals be reconciled by the
end of each day. In fact, the reconciliation of inventory occurs twice daily and animals not identified are
to be updated to reflect missing until resolved. This should be removed from the OIG draft report as the
Department already has and enforces this policy. Provided as Department Exhibit 4 are documents
demonstrating the functioning of inventory procedures over various years.

In the event a dog with aggressive behavior is approved for adoption or rescue, the adopter or rescue is
given full disclosure of the noted behavior or incident in the medical record.

The Department agrees that the poor quality of the caging at the Medley facility also contributed to
missing and escaped pets. That is one of the many reasons a new shelter was built. Further support that
this observation by the OIG is incomplete is found in Department Exhibit 5, showing meeting minutes
reinforcing the practice with staff. As recommended by the OIG, pets are and have been historically
reconciled twice daily. The observation that this reconciliation is not performed and that inventory
procedures do not exist are not accurate as demonstrated above. The OIG observations are without merit.

The Department agrees with these recommendations which are consistent with long-standing policies
already in place. The Department does in fact reconcile the inventory twice daily, as documented in the
response. The Department process is included in both the Canine Sanitation SOP and the individual room
assignment sheet and associated daily responsibilities list which address both inventory and locking of
cages in public areas. This training is also provided in the on-hands shadow training that has proven
successful. The Department notes that references to the SOP or room assignment sheet were not included
in the OIG draft report. As with any procedure it can be further reinforced and greater details provided in
the SOPs and additional training will be provided as needed.

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appearance and carriage. Many breeds are similar in appearance, there is no 100% accurate method to
determine breed outside of DNA analysis. A study by the University of Florida (Department Exhibit
6) regarding “breed identification of dogs with unknown heritage™ states that visual identification is
unreliable for determining breed. The Department asks the OIG to provide the basis for this
recommendation so that it can be evaluated

Recommendation 3- The OIG recommends that ASD document all events affecting animals, such as
fights, injuries, or escapes. Documentation should be through a field in Chameleon, similar to the Intake
Condition field used to generate the Injured Animal Intake MDASD report. ASD should document these
incidents immediately after the incident happens or is discovered.

Department Response

The occasional loose dog within the Medley kennel areas can be attributed to the design of the old facility
which, did not permit for fully enclosed housing for pets. This design issue resulted in dogs occasionally
chewing through their leads and escaping from the intake area. In addition, the outdoor open floor
housing allowed for the occasional escape of dogs. This issue was noted and corrective action was taken
in the Medley facility to include chain link tops being placed on select kennels to securely house dogs
capable of climbing chain link. This matter has been fully addressed in PAPC, with all indoor housing
and an enclosed intake area. The Department was fully aware of this matter and designed the new facility
to address this concern.

The observations made during the unscheduled visits (detailed on page 12 of the OIG draft report) fail to
recognize that the photographs depicted in OIG e2xhibit 1 (page 45) are of the interior portion of the west
wing in the Medley facility. This area of the facility is not open to the public. ||| KGN

The OIG cites case example 1 for an observation regarding the review of animal altercations. The OIG
says that “...other than the Activity Report completed by the Animal Control Officer, no other report or
review was conducted by ASD following this fatal incident.” This is inaccurate. OlG case example 1
clearly shows a medical review of Anastasha conducted by a shelter veterinarian determining the cause of
the injuries. The veterinarian found that the cause of death was consistent with injuries sustained from
another canine. Had there been evidence suggesting that the dog was injured by something other than a
canine, it would have been pursued. Specifically in contradiction of the OIG’s statement that no other
review or report took place, information regarding the incident was also recorded in the aggressor dog’s
file (contained on page 57 of the OIG draft report). This is an example of information being recorded in
animal records and used for purposes of animal management and co-housing decisions.

The shelter uses these notes to document animal issues and make subsequent animal management
decisions. The above-reference documents confirm the inaccuracy of the observation and subsequent
findings. It also highlights missed facts that were present in the same documents reviewed. For the
multiple reasons stated above and in the OIG’s own words in the draft report that the cause cannot be
determined, this observation is inconclusive. It provides no supporting documentation of unlocked cages,
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and video of the dog was used to create false allegations of dog fighting. The only staff present at the
time of the incident was the former Animal Control Officer who reported on Anastasha and who did not
provide the video evidence to his Supervisors.

The OIG draft report acknowledges that no evidence of intentional fighting exists and that the potential
for fights exists due to co-housing. The OIG missed facts confirming additional reporting regarding the
incident and the OIG investigation makes unsubstantiated assumptions to reach its findings. The incident
with Anastasha does not provide conclusive information with regard to reported observations and findings
and should be removed.

The observation by the OIG that a log or report to track injuries is needed is invalid and indicative of
existing procedures not being correctly referenced in the OIG draft report and incorrect assumptions by
the OIG regarding animal sheltering best practices. A report to track injuries can be created capturing
animals with a condition type of injured and aggressive. A log or report would not improve the current
practices already capturing and using this same information.

Contrary to the observation in the draft report, the Department does in fact review incidents involving
aggression between animals. The Department also notes potential incidents or behavior issues that could
lead to fighting incidents before they result in fighting. The observations listed by the OIG in this section,
that the Department does not report or log injuries to animals that occur while in the shelter and does not
automatically conduct a review after each fighting incident in order to determine any causes, are
inaccurate and unsupported. Department Exhibit 7 documents dogs being aggressive towards people or
other animals. For easier reference, Chart D below details a sampling of these types of cases from actual
Department animal records. The Department regularly changes a dog’s “Status” from “Normal” to
“Aggressive”, if warranted.

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Department staff takes precautions to ensure compatible animals are safely co-housed to include,
separation during feeding, size and age considerations, and socialization status. It is recognized that
occasionally incidents may occur without warning between co-housed dogs despite efforts taken to
minimize any occurrence. Based on the isolated incidents documented, the benefits to the animals far
outweigh the risks associated with co-housing. The OIG’s draft report fails to capture any of these best
practices and uses anecdotal incidents that may occur when sheltering a large number of pets. When
taken in their entirety, the incidents are statistically insignificant. The Department asked the OIG to
provide the rationale for reaching this conclusion based on best practices or comparisons to other shelters.
As of this writing the OIG has not provided this information. The Department is hopeful of having this
conversation with the OIG as pertinent discussions took place during the course of the investigation but,
are not reflected in the OIG draft report.

Case Example 3- Despite the immediate response by the Department in investigating the alleged incident
involving Kong, which included providing the video to Police for review by the State Attorney’s Office
(SAQ), the OIG describes this incident as an open issue. The absence of a photograph in Kong’s record is
consistent with the SOP based on the aggressive behavior of the dog observed by staff. The OIG fails to
recognize that the procedure was appropriately adhered to. The Department has knowledge that false
allegations were made regarding this matter. The Department explained these issues to the OIG. This case
example should recognize the exceptional response and follow-up by the Department and recognize that
there are no open issues other than continuing false allegations regarding this matter.

Case Example 4- The OIG inaccurately states that, “It is clear from the video that staff is not sufficiently
trained in handling aggressive and fighting dogs...” The Department was not asked about the
circumstances and actions of staff. In fact, the OIG fails to acknowledge that staff reacted appropriately
by utilizing intervention methods recommended by animal welfare experts and provided during training.
Procedures used in breaking up the fight are indeed correct and representative of dog handling techniques
contrary to the OIG’s editorial description of this incident. The OIG does not recognize that there is a
degree of difficulty in successfully disengaging dogs that are actively fighting. The techniques employed,
which included shouting, clapping, utilizing a water hose, and the barrier technique, as well as lifting the
hindquarters, are all effective and recommended procedures for breaking up a dog fight. This is supported
by training material used by the Department (Department Exhibit 8) depicting that staff is sufficiently
trained. It should be noted that staff performed CPR to the injured dog in an effort to save the dog’s life.
The dog was ultimately adopted.

The Department agrees with this recommendation. This recommendation references a practice currently
in place, as described previously in this response. Policies can be reviewed for further improvement and
detailed in the SOPs.

Recommendation 4- The OIG recommends that ASD photograph all animals. Aggressive animals
should be photographed inside their kennels/cages/glass enclosures.

Department Response

Another OIG observation that is not in the best interest of rehoming pets is the statement regarding
photographs of aggressive/injured pets. Pets that are injured, actively bleeding or extremely aggressive
are not photographed upon intake as it could affect their chances of being rehomed. There is a very
difficult balance of decisions made in the best interest of each individual pet. Pets requiring veterinary
attention are photographed once they have been stabilized sufficiently and made appropriate for public
viewing. Aggressive pets are photographed once they have had the opportunity to adjust to the shelter
setting. As a matter of policy, fractious dogs with teeth bared in an aggressive manner or apparent attitude
of attack are not photographed. In all cases a physical description of the animal to include gender,
primary breed assumption, age, color and date of impoundment is posted online to assist owners in
identifying their lost pets.

The Department disagrees with this recommendation because the photography of animals through cage
bars, those displaying overt aggression, and those with injuries may be shocking or disturbing to viewers.
The current policy directs staff to photograph animals meeting these criteria at a later time once they have
been stabilized or have made behavioral improvements to allow for safe handling. The Department will
consult with industry professionals to identify best practices on this matter.

Recommendation 5- The OIG recommends that|||| G

Department Response

OI1G Observations and Findings: Welfare

Recommendation 6 -The OIG recommends that ASD establish written policies and procedures regarding
daily minimum exercise and other enrichment activities for all shelter animals. Procedures should at a
minimum:
a. define the frequency of the exercise
b. establish how the activity will be tracked and information retained such as:

e acomputerized tracking system

e an electronic whiteboard

e interactive screens in each kennels interfaced with the computer system

c. account for exceptions to the exercise requirements, such as for, medical reasons, legal reasons, and
age of the animal
d. ensure fraining and periodic re-training for volunteers

Department Response

The Department agrees with the recommendations regarding the establishment of written policies and
procedures and developed an SOP in 2016 and will revise the existing SOP as noted above. The
Department has also consulted with various colleagues in the State regarding similar programs and
engaged the services of an expert in the area of pet enrichment as acknowledged by the OIG.

To better meet the socialization and enrichment needs of the shelter pets, the Department expanded the
walking program, established enrichment programs, implemented medical and behavioral intervention
therapy, utilized socialization, playgroups and walking areas in the Medley facility and grew these efforts
in the new PAPC facility. As noted by the OIG, the Department hired an expert to help implement dog
play groups and enrichment as an enhancement for kenneled dogs. Exercise and enrichment continue to
be provided in the employee-driven play group and walking program on a regular, scheduled basis
through formalized, permanently-staffed walking and playgroup programs. The addition of kennel staff
contributed to the expansion of these efforts. The Departmental programs and procedures in place provide
for the physical and behavioral health of shelter pets and are in accordance with the recommendations of
The Association of Shelter Veterinarians 2010 Guidelines for Standards of Care in Animal Shelters. The
walking program is enhanced by volunteers and functions daily as a regular staff duty.

As acknowledged by the OIG, the Department began collaborating with Aimee Sadler, a nationally-
recognized expert in shelter enrichment programs and the Dogs Playing for Life Program. The ongoing
training partnership has resulted in multiple training sessions provided to staff and volunteers in both the
Medley and PAPC facilities. The draft report states that there are no adequate tracking mechanisms to
verify if, when or how often animals were exercised. The standard for documenting walking programs
and playgroups is the whiteboard method utilized by Ms. Sadler. The whiteboards are designed to provide
a quick reference point identifying animals that have been walked and are intended to be erased daily.
This method is currently being used by the Department. The Department is researching improved
methodologies as recommended by the OIG for recording and tracking pets that does not create an
administrative burden for employees primarily responsible for the care, cleaning, and well-being of the
pets.

The OIG draft report states that the 15 minute recommendation for daily exercise was recommended by
the Department. Instead, this came from legislation proposed by private advocates. As reflected in the
documents provided to the OIG by the County Attorney’s Office (CAO) regarding this matter, the
previous Department Director opined that it should not be codified and that undertaking the program
would require approximately $400,000 in additional funding. Ultimately, this legislation was not
adopted, and instead the Commissioner who requested the legislation pursued the No-Kill resolution.
Moreover, since the Department has received additional funding it has expanded its exercise and
enrichment program.
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A review of the documents provided by the County Attorney’s Office reflect the attorney’s opinion that
daily exercise is an aspirational goal subject to Departmental resources and is not a statutory requirement.
The statute referenced (§828.13) is enforced by the Department and does not provide a standard for
“wholesome exercise.” The Department has consulted with industry colleagues in the State of Florida to
identify any applicable exercise standards for reference by the Department. None were identified.
Additionally, efforts to identify similar entities with formalized walking programs in the State revealed
that very few animal control agencies in the State of Florida have formalized walking and playgroup
programs. A 2016 survey posted through the Florida Animal Control Association revealed that none of
the three (3) Florida animal shelters participating in the survey have formalized permanently-staffed dog
walking programs or playgroups. The Department will use its network of industry experts to implement
OIG recommendations.

The Department agrees with the OIG recommendation to formalize these activities in the form of written

procedures. In the move to the new shelter, the Department began development of the written procedures

and, as reported by the OIG, engaged the services of experts in the area of play groups to develop a play

group program and expand walking and exercise programs. An SOP is in place and will be reviewed to

incorporate additional recommendations. The OIG’s specific recommendations are addressed below:

a. Agree. As there is no defined standard, the Department will consult with industry experts and
colleagues to define frequency

b. Agree. The question regarding best practices for tracking activity was asked of the expert hired by the
Department. The response was that the whiteboard method is utilized for tracking purposes in
accordance with leading shelter enrichment expert recommendations. This method is in place. The
Department will investigate other methods as noted

¢. Agree. Exceptions will vary depending upon the medical condition, temperament, public safety risk,
and disease risk of individual animals

d. Agree. SOPs can be reviewed for improvement. A staff person dedicated to oversee this activity is
being hired

Although the OIG makes no recommendation regarding an allegation of incidents of burns and irritations,
the OIG stated that the incidents were a result of improper handling, insufficient following of cleaning
procedures and inadequate rinsing of a cleaning solution. The few isolated instances of skin irritations
were immediately found and investigated by the Department. The cleaning solution suspected to be
responsible for the irritations (Trifectant) is a disinfectant approved for use in animal housing facilities.
Shelter personnel determined that the issue originated in isolated areas of the west wing. The porous
surface of the concrete flooring allowed for absorption of product and damp conditions to remain despite
adequate rinsing and appropriate squeegee use on the kennel floor. The kennel floors were stripped and
resealed, which improved conditions. Moreover, the Department initiated the process to replace the
disinfectant with a comparable product which would either require no rinsing or would have cleaner
rinsing properties to reduce absorption by the porous flooring surface. The OIG’s observations
inaccurately report that the issue had to do with rinsing, which were subsequently taken care of when the
issue was discovered.
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OIG Observations and Findings: Save Rate

Recommendation 7- The OIG recommends that ASD use the formula and reporting methodology
suggested by the Asilomar Accords in calculating and reporting the Save Rate on an annual basis. ASD
should clearly state the time frame for the figures reported, and specify what is included or excluded from
the figures reported.

Department Response

We are pleased the OIG confirmed that there is no manipulation of data to inflate the save rate. We are
also pleased the OIG confirms that pets being surrendered by their owners for euthanasia should not be
counted in save rate calculations. Furthermore, the OIG confirmed the accuracy of the euthanasia logs in
capturing shelter euthanasia and owner requested euthanasias.

Many of the observations and findings in this section are related to reporting or terminology which has no
effect on the actual save rate which was misinterpreted. The OIG also conducted a review of records it
identified as erroneous. While the records contain “typos” or data entry/human errors in that the user
failed to update a certain field within a record, many of the records used by the OIG reflect the correct
outcome recorded. The Department agrees that issues in these records, as recognized by the OIG, are
limitations in the existing database.

Inaccurate findings such as these are present in this section of the draft report. The OIG investigators did
not consult with the Department on items that may have been clarified for accuracy. The Department is
requesting that the OIG modify the observations based on interpretations in-line with industry practices
and terminology. The OIG-generated data analysis of 127 records reported as mistakes over two and a
half (2 Y2 years) should be eliminated as it is statically insignificant and incorrectly interpreted. This is
demonstrated below in the Department’s clarification that “an entry of returned to owner on the same date
as entry of euthanized” is correct contrary to the OIG’s interpretation and shelter industry expert input.

In response to one of the false allegations in the report, the OIG recommends that the Department use the
Asilomar Accords methodology for reporting and calculating the save rate to increase transparency. The
Department agrees with the OIG in its recommendation to use the Asilomar Accords and to post the raw
data online. The Department accepts this recommendation.

As noted in the draft report by the OIG, the Department already meets the State reporting requirements of
the Shelter Transparency Act that requires shelters to capture certain data as per Florida State Statute. One
key recommendation by the OIG is that the Department should use the Asolimar Accords (Asolimar) live
release rate formula and reporting criteria rather than the save rate formula currently in use. The OIG
recommends that the principles of the Asilomar Accord be used to calculate animal lives saved and to
help increase transparency in data reporting.  In order to enhance the efficacy of the Department’s
reporting, “raw data” will now be published on the Department’s webpage. The Department will also
begin using the Asilomar formula as recommended.
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When using the OlG-recommended Asilomar methodology, the Department’s save rate climbs more than
one percent; from an overall save rate of approximately 90.03% to 91.23% in 2015 (Chart B in the
Executive Summary). Going forward, the Department will publish an annual animal statistics table on the
Department’s website. The data has always been available via request, reported regularly and provided in
compliance with the State Reporting Requirements as recognized by the OIG. Along with the annual
animal stafistics table, the shelter will provide the Asilomar rate, the current “Outcome™ based rate, and a
third rate based on “Intake;” each rate is indicative of different performance parameters.

As referenced previously, an allegation was made that a figure of 72 save rate percent was incorrectly
reported by the Department when it was in fact the save rate for dogs only. The OIG further clarified that
this reference was taken from the Legislative Meeting Minutes of the June 12, 2012 PSHAC meeting. A
more thorough review would have found that the meeting minutes do not capture the entirety of what was
said at the meeting by the Department. A review of the video on the County’s website confirms that the
Department did “report” the correct figure. The reference to 72 percent was stated as only being reflective
of the dog save rate contrary to the OIG findings. In the video the Department says, “Right now we
actually save 72 percent of our dogs.” The minutes, which are summary minutes, summarized the
comment as “Mr. Munoz stated “No Kill” meant saving 90 percent of the animals, adding that ASD
currently saved 72 percent.” Contrary to what was reported by the OIG, the figure was not used as the
overall save rate. An accurate portrayal of facts would have reported that the Department correctly
reported this figure in other documents repeatedly. Observations should provide a reasonable basis to
support findings. The characterization of how the draft report misrepresents the 72 percent does not. Due
to this error and as further demonstrated herein the OIG should remove this section of the draft report.

Additional concerns with findings by the OIG regarding the data reporting are the OIG’s inaccurate
interpretation of information gathered. The Department asked the OIG for the criteria used for
determining that the terms “transports™ or “transfers” are inconsistent. The OIG did not specifically
clarify what information was used in making this observation. Though not of great significance is the
OIG’s footnote #8 (on page 21 of the OIG draft report). This is not necessarily an industry standard. The
note indicates that “...Save Rate and Live Release Rate are synonymous terms used throughout the
animal shelter industry.” Please see the example provided, a 2015 Tallahassee Shelter Report notation
(Department Exhibit 9) that reads as follows:“* Please note that the Live Release Rate is not a Save
Rate.”

Department Exhibit 9 demonstrates that there can be a distinction between save rates and live release
rates. Admittedly, some organizations use these terms interchangeably and others do not. This is
highlighted to demonstrate the Department’s concern below, with OIG’s observations that terms and
definitions used by the Department are inconsistent or incorrect.

It appears in the draft report that the OIG is stating that the Department inconsistently referred to the
“transferring of animals fo rescue groups” as a mistake in a narrative in a budget presentation. The
Department asked the OIG for the exact source from which this observation was gathered but did not
receive clarification. “Transfer” is also a term used by the Department to capture data of a certain
transaction for pets that are given to a rescue partner. This does not preclude the use of this word in
another context. The word “transferring” in this context is a “term of art”. This is the correct
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terminology used to describe when an animal is given to a rescue group. In support of this fact is an
excerpt from the Miami-Dade Code that reads as follows:

Sec 5-5(c) “The Department may, at its discretion, transfer animals to animal rescuing
organizations.....”

Furthermore, this word was not contained in a data set, As a matter of fact, when data set reports from the
past five (5) years are viewed, the categories of Rescue, Transfer and Transport are all separate individual
categories reflecting no inconsistencies in the terms from year to year. The OIG was provided these data
sets. The Department is concerned that a misinterpretation has occurred in review of these terms as well.
This observation is without merit and should be removed from the draft report.

The OIG states that there is inconsistent reporting in figures relating to the number of foster pets for the
calendar year 2014. The OIG cites a Program Summary dated, July 23, 2014, reflecting that 1,920 pets
were in foster care and later in a Power Point presentation dated September 15, 2015 where the number
pets in foster care was reported as 1,879. The difference in the number of pets reported in foster was a
result of an internal staff update of the figures that the Department initiated as a result of personnel
changes within the Foster Program.

The OIG fully recognizes that the save rate would not be affected as foster pets are not counted toward
the save rate until there is an actual outcome of adopted, rescued, transported, transferred, euthanized, or
died in care, to name a few. The Department’s concern is that the OIG is reporting on a figure that the
Department purposely updated as a negative finding. Updating or correcting a figure after a review of
records is not “inconsistent” reporting. The isolated use of this as an example of incorrect reporting is
misleading. The Department is asking the OIG to remove what was a deliberate update of records to
provide accurate information from being used as a negative observation in this section.

The description of “pets handled” and “shelter intake” is also accurate, contrary to the reported findings.
The description “pets handled” is not used on Chameleon reports, save rate charts, or other data sets. The
term “pets handled” is found in a narrative that is part of the annual Departmental business plan. This
term is used to provide the reader with a more relatable word that is not “intake or impounded” that the
audience may not be familiar with. The exact wording in the business plan is “...homeless pets were
handled by the shelter...” This is not representative of “inconsistent use.” This is the only use of this
terminology the department was able to identify. The Department asked the OIG to provide the reference
for clarification.

The OIG draft report also uses an example of dogs adopted by an individual from a Canadian rescue
organization as a misclassification of data. The description below will show how the observations made
are not relevant as the impact on the save rate is neutral. There is documentation supporting the adoption
transactions described, and a factor not considered by the OIG is that the Department was developing a
relationship with a new partner so that ultimately an agreement would be considered.

In order to participate in ASD’s Rescue Program, rescue organizations must meet the requirements
outlined in Chapter 5 of the County Code and must also adhere to additional criteria as set by the
Department. An Animal Rescue Organization as defined by the Code includes not-for-profit corporations
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or other legal entities devoted to the welfare, protection, and humane treatment of dogs, cats or other
animals; must be duly registered with the Florida Department of State and the Florida Department of
Agriculture and Consumer Services; and have the appropriate authority in the jurisdiction in which the
not-for profit legal entity is headquartered. Furthermore, the Department requires an agreement be
exccuted between the Department and the Animal Rescue Organization that would allow the rescue
organizations to take pets from the shelter for the purpose of rehoming or adoption through their own
organization. The County Code also does not prohibit individuals from adopting pets with the sole
purpose of rehoming the animal, if the criteria to adopt a pet are met.

Within the draft report, the OIG states that errors were created by the improper use of terms to report
certain animal outcomes. The Canadian rescue agency referenced in the draft report approached the
Department with the goal of saving the lives of some of the Department’s most at risk population. The
individual selected dogs that were at high risk because they had been overlooked locally. His focus was to
save difficult to save dogs with extended lengths of stay at the shelter. Since the County Code is silent
on the ability to work with international rescue agencies and lacking a rescue agreement in place, the
Department took another approach to give the dogs a new chance to be rehomed. The Department
contacted the American Society for the Prevention and Cruelty of Animals (ASPCA) and the agencies of
jurisdiction to verify that the organization was in good standing in the animal welfare community,
legitimate, and was properly permitted.

The OIG was provided with the background and evidence as to why the dogs were processed as
“adopted” rather than “rescued.” Had the Department processed these pets as “rescued” instead of
“adoption” then the Department would be going against the OIG’s own recommendation to properly
report on the type of animal outcome. Despite not having a rescue agreement in place, the OIG’s focus is
that these dogs should be outcomed as “rescue” instead of “adoption” because the term “adoption”
indicates the animal has a home. However, this may not be the case as with individuals that adopt with
the goal of rehoming the pet on their own. The outcome entered into the database is based on the
adoption agreements that were executed in representation of the actual transaction that transpired. This
finding is inaccurate and should be removed.

In its draft report the OIG validates that the parameters for capturing the save rate are accurate and no
manipulation of records occurred. Minimal issues were found with individual pet records. These are best
classified as data entry issues or database limitations. Intake staff responsible for this data entry may
handle approximately 20,000 +/- transactions annually. Additionally, some of what the OIG observes as -
errors is better explained as a record that has data entry issues in a certain field but is reflective of an
accurate outcome. Furthermore, the OIG’s findings are statistically insignificant and insufficient for
supporting the findings.

Case example 9 provides an important example from a 2013 cat hoarding case demonstrating erroneous
classification by the OIG. This case involved 60 cats which were impounded as a result of a Baker Act.
The Department is concerned with the source(s) the OIG relied on to reach findings and for using this
singular case to amount for almost half of the records cited (60 of 127). This case of 60 cats was cited as
having “conflicting entries” because some cats were returned to the owner upon his request. The
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Department checked with industry experts and the experts agreed with how the shelter classified the cats
as Returned to Owner (RTOs). The interpretations to support findings are inaccurate and are:

-not in line with shelter industry best practices and standards

-not based on expert input from shelter industry professionals

-misinterpretations of supporting information explained to the OIG

-factually inaccurate

The OIG inaccurately states there was a discrepancy which could not be explained between the number of
cats impounded (60) and the property receipt issued at the time of initial impoundment which reflects 38
cats. There is no discrepancy between the two numbers:

-36 live and 2 deceased cats were removed on the initial visit to the property on October 27, 2013

-These cats were properly documented on the property receipt

-The remaining cats were impounded in the following days as a result of humane animal traps being
placed in the residence

The owner of the cats eventually visited the shelter for the purpose of reclaiming the cats. He
acknowledged that he could not afford veterinary care for the sick cats and opted to request euthanasia for
those in need of the service. The proper outcome type of RTO was entered in Chameleon and the
subsequent clinic service of euthanasia request, at the request of the owner, was processed. This practice
is in line with the transaction. This practice was verified with animal industry experts. It is the owner’s
right to reclaim his cats and request euthanasia. Transactions of this nature are correctly classified as
RTO.

While the Department agrees with the recommendation to use the Asilomar methodology for increased
transparency; observations and findings regarding transparency for not using Asilomar are without merit.
The OIG includes a notation on its draft report that “In August 2004, a group of national, regional, and
local animal welfare leaders aspiring to save the lives of all healthy and treatable companion animals,
gathered in Asilomar, Pacific Grove, California and developed the Asilomar Accords”. The Department
recognizes that this was a significant moment it the history of animal welfare, however, the Department
was not was not a party to the Accords. The OIG’s characterization of actions “...not in keeping with the
Accords”, is a false premise and a non-fact based statement. There was no requirement to use the
Accords, thus related observations and findings are misleading.

With regards to transparency, anyone requesting data is provided their request. As recognized by the OIG
in its draft report, the Department maintains monthly figures pursuant to Florida Statute. Bona-fide
rescue and advocacy organizations receive regular reports from the shelter regarding the outcomes of
pets. The OIG was provided these reports. It is known to the Department that some groups referring to
themselves as “advocates” or “rescues” have complained baselessly and used false allegations to launch
complaints. It is concerning that the OIG states that “...recurring errors also lead to misinformation of
animal advocates...” It is also known that spreading misinformation is a tactic employed by certain
individuals to achieve an objective not in the best interest of shelter pets. The Department is asking the
OIG to remove these subjective observations. Furthermore, the OIG draft report does not identify the
observations for response by the Department; however, the OIG includes a finding from these statements.
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The Department welcomes the opportunity to factually address any information provided the OIG in
regard to this concern.

Recommendation 8- ASD should explore modifications, updates, and upgrades to Chameleon or
alternatively purchase another records management system designed to handle the needs of the shelter.
Upgrades or new system should allow for:

a. Drop-down menus in all screens that contain entries indicating data entry errors, with the appropriate
notation documenting the error.

b. A category labeled “error, void, cancel null” or some similar phrase should be added to the Outcome
field in the Kennel Screen to indicate an error in the Intake and can be easily eliminated when setting
parameters to capture data on a report.

c. A system that automatically updates fields to correlate or concur with the actions entered into other
screens and fields. For example, update status fields from “active” to “euthanized”.

d. Expand the categories of entries available in drop down menus to avoid multiple use of terms for
different actions and activities, and to allow for the accurate documentation of all actions taken for
each animal.

e. Allow for clear updating of entries regarding all actions taken regarding an animal. Currently, much
of the information is contained in notes such as the medical treatment notes. However, the data
needed for reports, reconciliations, quality control checks, cannot be extracted from notes. Moreover,
not all actions taken on behalf of an animal are accurately captures if they do not involve medical
treatment and cannot be recorded in those notes.

f.  The OIG recommends that ASD review the terminology used in its record keeping system and decide
on standard terms in order to clearly and consistently report information. For example, decide and
use only one term “transport” or “transfer” to denote animals released to rescue agencies. ASD
should maintain a list of defining terms used regularly in their reports.

g. ASD should conduct training to staff in the use of Chameleon, or any other system acquired, to
eliminate or minimize data entry errors. The training should include educating the staff about how
the data entry errors affect the reports being subsequently generated from the system. The staff
should also be informed to ask questions of supervisors or management if unsure of how to handle
data entry into Chameleon as the data cannot be deleted or amended.

Department Response

While the Department agrees with the recommendation there are inaccuracies in the observations and
findings.

These are approximately 60 cases of the 127 records in about two and a half (2 '2) years of data analyzed
by the OIG and identified as inconsistent or conflicting. The records associated with the cat hoarding case
are indeed accurately reflected in Chameleon though an individual record may contain a typo not
affecting the outcome for save rate purposes. This would leave approximately 67 records spread over two
and a half (2%4) years. The Department welcomes the opportunity to review these findings with the OIG.
The OIG should modify its classification of inaccurate records as demonstrated above.
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ASD Example 1- The OIG notes a procedure wherein a dog (Nala) surrendered by her owner for
euthanasia was actually saved by the Department as a mistake. The dog’s record was shown as receiving
the fatal medication due to a long-established procedure wherein euthanasia information is entered in the
Chameleon Treatment Screen just prior to the actual procedure so that pets that may have a positive
outcome are not euthanized untimely. It was explained to the OIG that this procedure was put in place
and has been refined to maximize the number of pets saved. The OIG acknowledges this in the draft
report. The mistake here was that the staff person in the high stress environment of this difficult task
failed to strike through the euthanasia log entry and the limitation of making corrections in the Chameleon
data base. This process can be improved. However, this dog (Nala) was impounded and counted
(outcomed) correctly for tracking the save rate.

ASD Example 2- A dog is picked up as an injured stray and brought in by an Animal Control Officer.
The owner comes to the shelter to claim his pet. However, based on the pets state of suffering the owner
chooses to make the difficult decision to have the pet humanely euthanized on the same day. This is the
owner’s legal right. The capturing of the data for save rate calculations by the Department is correct.

ASD Example 3- The OIG is concerned that recording a euthanasia on the same day as an RTO is an
inconsistency. The OIG cites this case as a conflicting entry. It is not a conflicting entry and is a correct
accounting of this pet’s outcome. Assumptions made for this finding further perpetuates the Department’s
concern with confirming biases which are being reported to the OIG without allowing the Department to
provide clarification. For example, an owner came to the shelter to retrieve her cat (Charlie) who was
picked up as a stray. The cat had been hit by a car and was treated by shelter veterinarians. Upon being
reunited with Charlie at the shelter, the owner opted for humane euthanasia as noted in the record due to
the extent of his injuries.

The OIG uses terminology not familiar to the shelter and not consistent with industry practice. As noted
above observations are based on the false premise of “refurned to owner on the same date as an entry of
euthanized.” The OIG states in its draft report (on page 24) that this is a conflicting entry. As shown
above, in the example of the 60 cats, Charlie the cat, and the stray dog, the OIG findings are not
consistent with correct accounting of what transpired when owners were reunited with their pets. There is
nothing inconsistent about the classification of these pets with regard to the save rate. The OIG correctly
points out data entry typos within pet records but the classification of the “outcome™ is correct. The
Department asked for the specific classification methodology used by the OIG of the 127 records (on
pages 24 and 25) to provide a response to the specific observations. The information was not made
available. The raw data was provided to the Department for analysis; however, it was given without the
OIG’s rationale for classification of the records. As a result, it is difficult to address other observations of
the findings without this information. Despite not having the classification information used by the OIG
of the 127 records, the Department is providing these clarifications based on what could be discerned
from the OIG’s descriptions. Please note that assumptions had to be made as the Department is not
familiar with terminology used by the OIG and asked for clarification that was not provided and
welcomes the opportunity to discuss.
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Of the 127 records, only 21 were improper data entry issues in the Kennel Screen for purposes of the save
rate. The balance of the records (106) correctly reflects the service that took place when interacting with a
client despite the fact that records may include an erroneous data error according to staff analysis.

In summary, the OIG found most data entry issues resulted from the database limitations. As
demonstrated, these records largely do not impact the confidence in the save rate and do not accurately
support the observation and findings.

The findings of the OIG recognize the system limitations and shortcomings in Chameleon “which fails to
contain sufficient options to indicate an erroneous entry and a subsequent correction.” The Department
recognizes the shortcomings associated with the Chameleon software and has extensively researched
multiple shelter software systems to identify a system with greater flexibility, with the assistance of the
Miami-Dade Information Technology Department (ITD). This process has been underway since 2014.
The Department agrees with the recommendation and began pursuit of a new system and/or
improvements in 2014.

Recommendation 9- ASD should revise its procedures to ensure that all forms: Owner Euthanasia
Confirmation Forms and Pet Release Forms for Stray Animal are required to be scanned into Chameleon
or an updated records management system.

Department Response

The OIG found that staff was not consistent in entering and scanning records. The Department agrees
with the OIG on this matter. The Medley facility had limited technology infrastructure and less staffing to
perform document scanning. However, hard copies of documents are retained as required and kept at an
off-site storage facility. The Department admits that refrieval of documents is cumbersome, due to the
number of documents stored; however, it does not mean that these documents do not exist or cannot be
obtained. A request to staff this area of the Department appropriately was fulfilled in the FY2016-17
budget. The hiring of four (4) dedicated intake personnel has occurred and intake work stations including
scanners have been installed in both dog and cat receiving areas.

With the opening of the PAPC the lack of personnel was addressed by increasing staffing levels. There
are four (4) Shelter Intake Clerks now dedicated to dog and cat receiving with no competing
responsibilities in animal care. Individual computer stations in the dog and cat receiving areas are
currently equipped with scanners to enable prompt scanning of documents into the associated records.

Case example 10- While this example is a data entry issue, as noted by the OIG; it is a result of
limitations with the existing database. A closer review of additional Chameleon records in this pet’s file,
include a note from the ASD Clerk handling the transaction. This screen was not provided in the OIG
case example. The note says, “Pet was supposed to be impounded as a euthanasia request. It was RTO in
the system so that it could be impounded as a euthanasia request properly.” The note clearly captures the
training of the Clerk in recognizing the data entry mistake. This note, available for review, is a
contradiction of the OIG’s findings that staff is not properly trained. It does support the finding that the
system has its limitations.
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Case example 12- This example does not affect the save rate incorrectly and is a helpful observation for
the Department to address.

Of the four cases, examples 9 and 12, do not affect the save rate and have to do with activity occurring in
the Tag/Link screen in the Chameleon database which is only used for non-save rate transactions. Upon
closer review, case example 10 reveals information that staff is aware of the limitations and correct
procedures.

Recommendation 10- The OIG recommends that ASD perform periodic reconciliation of the Euthanasia
Log and Chameleon records. Reconciling these entries with the entries in Chameleon is important in
ensuring that data is accurate, and that errors can be corrected or explained.

Department Response

There is no requirement to reconcile euthanasia records with Chameleon. The Department has passed
inspections of federally-required record keeping practices related to controlled drugs. All unannounced
DEA inspections have revealed compliance with federal law and have involved full review of the
ordering, storage, usage and record keeping associated with controlled substances. The recommendation
to reconcile euthanasia logs with Chameleon is not required by the DEA and the amount of sodium
pentobarbital recorded in Chameleon is simply a best estimate of the amount of solution which will be
required. As a result, the entry in Chameleon which is made immediately prior to euthanasia may differ
from the amount reflected in the euthanasia log which captures the actual amount of solution used.

The Department recognizes that any report can be valuable but, did not find expert support of this
recommendation. The Department will look into it further.

OIG Observations and Findings: Records Reconciliation

Recommendation 11- The OIG recommends that ASD trains or re-trains employees on verifying dosages
of controlled substances and the notations made in both the Euthanasia Log and Chameleon. Periodic
reviews by supervisors and reconciliations can avoid errors in dosage from being carried forward and
from inaccuracies in the records.

Department Response

The Department agrees. However, the OIG draft report should recognize that Department staff
responsible for euthanizing animals and recording the use of controlled substances are properly trained
and certified by the State of Florida in accordance with §828.058. The Department maintains a certified
euthanasia instructor on staff to ensure the state-mandated training, as well as retraining are readily
accessible to staff.

When performing the euthanasia procedure, the technician may find it necessary to administer additional
sodium pentobarbital due to a number of factors including failure of the animal to respond adequately,
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blown veins as a result of accidental perforation of the vein or fragile veins, or a higher or lower weight
estimate than what was reflected in Chameleon. In the event there is a conflict between the two entries,
the amount of sodium pentobarbital recorded in the euthanasia log would be the correct entry. As a result,
the entry in Chameleon which is made immediately prior to euthanasia may differ from the amount
reflected in the euthanasia log which captures the actual amount of solution used.

Summary of OIG case examples (8, 13 and 14)

Case example 8- The “euth link” for a dog, Nala, was properly created and the estimated amount of
sodium pentobarbital which would be required was properly entered in the Chameleon record. The
veterinarian then determined that euthanasia was not in the best medical interest of the animal and denied
the process. As a result, Nala was properly documented in shelter intake as owner surrendered and was
subsequently released on adoption 10 days later. The failure to strike the entry from the euthanasia log
book is recognized as a data entry matter. The inability to remove the estimated amount of sodium
pentobarbital to be used from the Chameleon record is a recognized deficiency associated with the
Chameleon software.

Case example 14- Appears to be a data entry oversight in which the estimated amount of sodium
pentobarbital to be used was not entered. The entries in the euthanasia log related to dosage and route of
administration are consistent with Tommy’s age and breed, and, therefore, are correct.

Recommendation 12- ASD should develop a log or other tracking mechanism to account for the total
number of deceased animals sent for disposal to the County landfill. Tracking is essential in reconciling
numbers with the records in Chameleon and the charges associated with the disposal.

Department Response

The Department does in fact maintain records associated with deceased animals which have been
disposed of to include those retrieved from the right of way by the Department, those presented to the
shelter already deceased, those euthanized and those that died in care. The OIG correctly says that
animals reported euthanized are not reconciled with Chameleon. In consulting with other shelter experts,
the Department confirmed that this is not a practice or industry standard.

It seems the OIG is in part making this observation and finding based on the baseless claims that ...the
Department used the incinerator improperly and in some cases incinerating animals while alive.” The
incinerator has not functioned since before the year 2000. The creation of an additional report would
serve to alleviate the misguided concerns of complainants making preposterous allegations. The
Department recognizes that any report or additional data can be used for an improvement. However, the
observation is based on a fallacy and does not have a logical relationship to the findings.

OIG Observations and Findings: Tracking of Animals Transferred to Rescue Agreements
Recommendation 13- The OIG recommends that ASD develop a procedure to request from rescue

organizations information on the disposition of animals transferred from ASD’s care. Given that
procedures are already in place to track the spay/neuter compliance, ASD can add the request. for
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disposition information to the spay/neuter compliance requests. ASD must be able to track the
disposition, identify concerns and take follow up action with the organizations.  Given the new
agreements the onus is on ASD to make the periodic requests of all the rescue organizations in
compliance with Section 5-5(c) of the Code of Miami-Dade County.

Department Response

The Department is in compliance with reporting requirements where the Code is specific on the
timeframe for reporting of unsterilized pets released to rescue agencies as mirrored in Florida State
Statutes and reflected in ASD’s Rescue Agreements. The Code also states that rescue organizations
periodically report to the Department on the disposition of animals acquired from the Department. The
OIG notes that some agreements have different due dates to periodically report on the disposition of
animals within some of the rescue agreements. The term “periodic” is not defined in the Code. As part of
improvements in this area and the lack of a definitive description of the timeframe and disposition, the
County Attorney opined that “periodic™ should be left to the discretion of the Department to interpret.
The reason for the varied due dates in the different agreements can be attributed to revisions made to the
rescue agreement to improve the program or meet the demands of the shelter which, was the case with the
latest revisions that took over eight months to finalize and were put into effect in August 2016. The
Department implemented the process of randomly selecting pets that were transferred to a rescue partner
for reporting. The Department is expanding the scope of the breadth of the reporting requirements.

Recommendation 14- The OIG recommends that ASD enter into a formal written agreement with the
aforementioned Canadian rescue organization,

Department Response

The Department agrees. The Department’s response below is based on clarifications of supporting
materials. The Department was approached by an organization based in Canada, interested in saving pets
from the shelter. In the absence of having a rescue agreement in place that would allow for the
organization to move pets across the American/Canadian border, the Department communicated with
nationally-recognized animal welfare organizations to verify that the group was a reputable organization,
contacted the agencies of jurisdiction to confirm that the group was equipped to care for the large number
of dogs being pulled from the shelter and was properly permitted. The Department does not disagree with
the OIG’s recommendation to enter into an agreement with the Canadian group. In this case, the
Department found a way of saving these animals by allowing the head of the organization to adopt them
instead of missing the opportunity due to the lack of having an agreement through the rescue program.
Within this section of the OlG draft report, the Department notes editorial observations made by the OIG
regarding other organizations. The Department is asking for the basis of these editorial comments to see if
they were based on a similar review of the organization. The observations by the OIG do not consider the
different scope, programs, volume and distinctive missions of the organizations. The Department is the
only open admission shelter in the County.
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OIG Observations and Findings: Security of Facilities and Controlled Substances

Recommendation 15- The OIG recommends that ASD make the following changes at the Doral facility:

Recommendation 17- The OIG recommends that ASD preform periodic reconciliations of:
a. The controlled substances on hand against the Euthanasia Logs

b. The controlled substance usage reported in the Euthanasia Log against data entered in Chameleon.

Department Response

&

The Department agrees and has developed a reconciliation process.

b. Reconciliation of the Chameleon data with the euthanasia log provides no value as the quantity
entered in Chameleon is an estimate which is entered prior to euthanizing the animal. The actual
amount of solution used is entered in the euthanasia log. Nonetheless, the Department will research
this matter further to determine if practical improvements are possible.

OIG Observations and Findings: ASD Staffing

Recommendation 18- The OIG recommends that ASD management reevaluate the use of the Medley
facility until it can add Animal Care Specialists to adequately staff both facilities.

Department Response
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Conclusion

Miami-Dade County Animal Services is committed to its mission of safeguarding the welfare of the pets
and citizens of Miami-Dade County. Since 2011, the Department has made unparalleled improvements to
its internal operations and programs with the goal of increasing the number of pets saved. The success of
these efforts is evident in the increased services, program, and lives saved. The Department will continue
to protect and advocate for the lives of innocents animals.

The Department would like to thank the OIG for the opportunity to respond to the report reviewing
allegations regarding the Animal Services Department’s shelter operations. Not only has this report
provided an avenue for the Department to clarify misunderstanding and misinterpretation on shelter
policies, protocols and best practices in animal shelter welfare, but, also highlights many of the
Department’s achievements such as attaining a 90 percent save rate for the first time in the history of the
County. This report also recognizes that many false complaints brought forward throughout the years, are
without merit and simply untrue.

At the end of the two year review, the OIG has provided the Department with 18 recommendations. The
Department agrees with or already has in place 15 of the recommendations. The Department will further
review one (1) and disagrees with two (2) of the recommendations as noted within the report. The
Department does not agree with many of the observations and findings and hopes that the information
provided in this response will be used to clarify these matters through further discussion and
collaboration. The Department also notes that some the remaining responses can be better addressed
through discussion due to the complexity of specific issues and other related concerns expressed by the
Department. Accordingly, the Department respectfully requests this opportunity with the OIG.

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Addendum A

An additional concern is the description that the Department is “plagued by complaints from individuals
and animal advocates.” This description is misleading, as the Department cannot respond to the
legitimacy of these specific “complaints” as they have not been provided for review. The Department
does receive many false accusations, as shown in the Executive Summary. The Department respectfully
requests that the OIG not legitimize the “false allegations™ and clarify the nature of the complaints
accurately by referring to the complaints as “false allegations”, as the OIG findings demonstrate.

As confirmed above, the Department believes that the “plague” of complaints is a plague of dishonest
portrayals and false allegations. This practice is not unique to Miami-Dade County Animal Services;
rather it is common in the animal welfare community. The Department also provided the OIG with other
incidents of misleading information. This can be confirmed by consulting with shelter experts.

OIG case examples 6 and 7 demonstrate the nature of the “many” false allegations received regularly by
the Department. Within these two examples, the OIG provides detailed responses and medical records
showing shelter pets being provided appropriate medical care. While the Department was not privy to the
specific details of the complaints, it is familiar with aspects of the false complaints surrounding these pets.
Internet activity making false allegations reached the attention of the Department. The false internet
allegations resulted in hours of writing and research to demonstrate that the pets were cared for. The OIG
report confirms this. As an additional observation, the extent of medical care provided to these pets by the
Department is not typical programming in most shelters. The Department has expanded medical care to
pets in the shelter in an effort to save more dogs and cats.

The draft report describes the allegations, but does not describe what was said to the OIG regarding the
dogs in these cases. Based on the exceptional level of care provided in these examples the facts point to
baseless allegations. The Department is asking that the false allegations be identified accordingly.

The OIG references that complaints were received from “animal rights activists.” The Department can
only speculate as to the specific sources as it has not been provided a list of complainants. The
Department has not received any of the complaints from bona-fide animal advocacy organizations. The
Department works closely and cooperatively with legitimate and leading organizations. Since we do not
have the specific sources used by the OIG, it is difficult to comment further on many matters in the OIG
draft report. It is possible that the complainants providing false and misleading information include
groups calling themselves animal advocates, but are actually groups with political agendas that have now
turned to the OIG with their otherwise failed objectives. Some of the complainant groups may stem from
organizations that actually profit from the animals acquired from the shelter. This concern was brought
up to the OIG in 2011. The Department has experienced situations where a group wanting a certain pet
from which it may profit will malign the shelter, citizens of the County wanting to adopt a pet or other
organizations to secure a certain pet they deem as profitable.

In your reference to systemic deficiencies, the OIG recognizes in its own words that its findings are
“statistically insignificant.” The Department cannot comment on the merits many supposed observations
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and findings, as requests by the Department to be given the references and the basis of specific issues
were not granted.

Another request that was submitted by the Department which limits the ability to respond to the OIG draft
report is in the area of best practices. The Department asked for the specific best practices the OIG
reviewed so that a determination could be made on how they were being applied by the Department, not
followed or were perhaps misinterpreted in the OIG draft report.

West Wing:

e Each morning, the dogs in each section must be moved to the inside part of the run and fed. When
doing so, do not use the water hose to scare the dogs to the other side and do not let the guillotine door
slam. If a dog does not want to move to the other side, use caution and proper handling techniques to -
facilitate the movement. Do not, at any time, attempt to spray any water or disinfectant while the pet is
in the cage. .

.« The RED or respiratory section cannot be moved to the inside runs if the opposite section of
dogs is on the inside.

» Empty food and water bowls and scoop fecal matter into garbage cans and do not hose anything down
the drains (food, fecal matter, leashes, collars, etc.). Hang the Kuranda bed to the fence.

e Emptied food bowls need to be collected and taken to the dishwasher in G-Ward. Emptied water bowl
needs to be placed back in its place.

e Spray run floor, walls, chain link fence, bed, water bowl, and walkway with properly diluted Accel to
loosen any hard fecal matter or food. Always spray toward drain. Then scrub all surfaces, including
chain link fence and bed with stiff brush. Scrub water bowls inside run. Make sure to wait 10 minutes
from the time you scrubbed the last run, then, rinse all surfaces thoroughly with water, including bowls
and brush.

o Fill buckets with water and attach to hooks on each side of the run and squeegee dry. Manually pick up
any hair or debris left in the drain and discard in trash receptacle.

e Next, move dogs to the outside part of the run and repeat cleaning/disinfecting in the same manner.

e Place Karunda bed on outside part of kennel to the side! Do not leave hanging with a dog in the run!

e Disinfect all cleaning utensils, such as squeegees, brushes and scoopers, when done cleaning the

runs.
N Runs
e Starting with N2, move dogs into outside runs. Do not place dogs from different cages in the same
run.

e When outside runs are full, empty food bowls and remove all organic debris from the inside runs and
walkway (food, fecal matter, leashes, collars, etc.), then discard feces and left over food in garbage
receptacle.

e Toys must be collected for disinfecting in the dishwasher machine inside G-Ward.

e Food bowls need to be emptied and collected for the dishwasher in G-Ward. Water bowl needs to be
emptied and placed back in its place.

e Hang the Karunda bed on the fence, empty water bowls and spray run floor, walls, chain link fence,
bed, water bowl, and walkway with properly diluted Accel to loosen any hard fecal matter or food.

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Always spray toward drain. Then scrub all surfaces, including chain link fence and bed with stiff brush.
Scrub water bowls inside run. Make sure to wait 10 minutes from the time you sprayed the last run,
then rinse all surfaces thoroughly with water, including bowls and brush. Fill buckets with water and
attach to hooks on each side of the run and squeegee dry.

Return dogs to original Run, where you took them from.

Repeat steps on outside runs then move next set of dogs to outside runs and repeat steps again.

Cleaning and Disinfecting Dog/Puppy Cages (B. C, D/E, F, H, I, JIK)

Dogs/puppies must be moved into a clean bank of cages in the hallway adjacent to the room, lined with
newspaper or placed in individual carriers while their cages are cleaned. If a carrier is used, it must be
disinfected prior to placing another pet inside. Dogs/puppies may be tethered in the hallway or inside
their room only if pet does not fit in the bank cages or carrier. If this is the case, only one dog may be
tied per hook. Pets tied to hooks must be checked periodically to avoid the leashes tangling and the
dogs choking. Pets in one room cannot be tied in another room. Dogs cannot be tied to the cage bank
while cleaning. Never hose cage with dog inside.

Discard food in into trash bin and water from water bowls into the drain. Do not rinse food bowls in
the tubs or the drains will clog.

 Discard the rest of the disposable material within the cages.

Spray Accel on clean rag and wipe all surfaces of cages using one rag per cage. If the dog is going to
be placed back in its cage, then you do not need to wait 10 minutes for the disinfectant to settle.

Spray floor with properly diluted Accel and scrub floor. Make sure to spray everything including the
chain link fence. Let the solution settle for 10 minutes and rinse with water. Squeegee floor and be sure
to remove any debris from the drain.

Once the dogs/puppies are moved back into their appropriate cages, cage banks, carriers and hallway
must be disinfected using the method described in step 5.

Straighten out supplies on shelves and address any pending laundry.

Discard any garbage or solids on floor then spray floor with properly diluted Accel and let it settle for 10
minutes. Next scrub floor and rinse with water. Squeegee floor and be sure to remove any debris from
the drain. Be sure to disinfect and dry the chairs and under the chairs.

Empty garbage and ensure that there are cleaning supplies for accidents.

Make sure room and supplies are neat and organized.

Crates/Carriers/Equipment:

Once all animals are returned to their cages, all carriers/crates/cage banks must be taken behind A-
Ward to be disinfected.

Carriers/crates/cage banks must be disinfected by removing newspaper, feces and organic material.
Spray properly diluted Accel and let it settle for 5 minutes. Next rinse thoroughly with water and neatly
stack them in the hallway outside Cat Receiving.

Carriers/crates/cage banks can dry in the hallway outside Cat Receiving.

Equipment such as scoopers, squeegees and brushes need to be disinfected after use. Place them
inside a bucket of properly diluted Accel, let it sit for 10 minutes and rinse. Discard the Accel in the
bucket.

Additional Duties:

Before 10:00 AM

Move all the animals having surgery to the recovery room.

Check pets for upper respiratory signs and other abnormal medical or behavioral signs, such as
diarrhea, vomiting, lethargy, etc. If any of these occur, place animal on the vet check list located outside
C-Ward.

Restock work area.

Do inventory.

Do laundry.

Clean food bowils.

Take out the garbage.

Prepare newspaper.

Feed before 10:00 AM or right after cleaning. (West Wing must be fed before cleaning)

Check that all cages are properly locked.

Change into uniform before 10:00 AM.

Help your co-workers (Be a team player!)
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After 10:00 AM

Make sure drains and common areas are clean and disinfected.

As you walk around the shelter pick up any trash that may lying around.

A-Ward — Cages in the back of room need to be cleaned throughout the day. Responsible for URI
adoptions and keeping the cage cards in order. In the morning, clean URI, then, move dogs from the
WW on the ER list to the cages inside of URIL. Move dogs on the list from N to the cages located behind
A-Ward. If you run out of room behind A-ward, move the rest to the inside of URI. Remember, dogs that
are on the list from adoption, need to be euthanized first.

B, C, F, H, |, Recovery, T, Cat Receiving, L, M, O - Only use trifectant. It's stronger than bleach, more
effective, less work. Make sure to clean the cage door, behind and under cages and floor.

Recovery — Trifectant must sit for 10 minutes after the dog/cat leaves for adoption. Left over dogs need
to be fed and given water.

D, E, J, K - Put enough newspaper down on the floor to cover the entire space that the dog can move.
Floor needs to be disinfected after you place the dogs back in the cage, every time!!! Bank cages need to
be used during morning cleaning. Hooks on the wall are only for dogs that do not fit inside the bank
Cages.

J, K — After you bleach and you're waiting the 10 minutes, start moving dogs from N, start picking up
bowls, etc... Stay proactive. Do not sit around for 10 minutes doing nothing but waiting. Adoptions has a
deadline. It must be met every day.

When doing inventory, if a cage card is on the cage but the dog is gone remove the cage card. Don't let
it sit there for no reason. '

Receiving — Attention to detail. Don't forget the “crossing” box. Remember that owner surrenders must

have an “available” status, not stray wait. Remember profiles need to be completed on owner surrender
dogs.

After 10am — It is your responsibility to keep up with inventory. After closing, it is your responsibility to
update all changes and search for any misplaced pets. Also it is your responsibility that every animal has
a kennel card.

Moving dogs — No more than two dogs per run unless approved by a supervisor. Metal cages can only
have one dog each. Cages in H can have up to three puppies from the same litter depending on size.




*Disinfectant®- Rinse, Rinse, Rinse. Make sure we rinse thoroughly. Dogs are still getting minor chemical
burns from lying on the floor when it’s not properly rinsed. Rinse the same spot until the water runs
without foam. We are currently testing new chemicals but it's going to take time to switch.

*Laundry — [t must be done in recovery and in the paper room. No excuses, it is a simple process that
takes 5 minutes of your time and the machine does the rest. If we don’t do laundry, we won't have rags
to clean or towels for surgery.

*Trash* - Don’t leave your trash in the hallways or outside of A-ward. Trash goes in the dumpster. If you
need help ask but don't leave it sitting there.

Carriers — Metal carriers need to be disinfected after every single use. Changing the newspaper in
between dogs is not enough.

Recovery/T-Ward =T is for TNR/TNG and for any cats that have surgery. Whether the cat is a returning
surgery or an in house surgery, the cats need to be placed in the cubbies closer to the door inside
T-room. When placing a surgery dog in recovery, do not use the returning surgery side. It is labeled on
top of the cages. When assigned to bell we must make ourselves available to the customer service
section at all times. The goal is to have the customer whether adopting, rescue or RTO processed as fast
as possible to brighten their experience at the shelter.

West Wing — All guillotines need to be open as soon as the inside is completed. The middle haliway
where the equipment is stored needs to be cleaned daily as well as the table and the chemical station.
Customers walk by there so it is extremely important to keep clean and organized.

ER Request/Disposal — Euthanasia Requests will no longer require an impound. Follow the steps on the
sheet provided.

Moving Dogs/Cage Dividers — When moving dogs only two dogs are allowed to be in the same cage in
D, J, N. The cage dividers may only be removed if a pet cannot turn around while in the cage. Once a pet
is in a cage it cannot be switched from cage to cage for any reason. Once you move one dog,
immediately update it. Again, all cage dividers need to be used unless the pet is too big and there is no
other cage available. '

Incentive Program — When you help a customer and they decide to adopt, write your name on the
paper where the animal ID is so that you can get credit for the adoption. The person with the most
adoption for the month usually receives a $50 reward.

Work for Each Other — Trash must be taken out at 10am once cleaning is complete, at 3pm once the
morning shift leaves, and at 7:30pm once the afternoon shift leaves. Make sure areas are fully stocked
with supplies. No exceptions. We need to work as a team or we will fail as individuals.

Breaks & Lunches — Please make sure you take these on time and common sense is used when doing so.
You cannot combine any of these with each other. Make you are punching out/in when taking lunch.

PPE — Personal Protective Equipment is available in the black closet in front of cat receiving. It is
mandatory to wear. Gloves must be changed often and in between touching each animal.

*Cards and Sleeves*- Kennel card sleeves need to be clean and presentable. If it is not, just replace it.

Carriers — Metal carriers need to be disinfected after every single use. Changing the newspaper in
between dogs/cats is not enough. Once a dog is placed in the carrier, that carrier is considered
contaminated and therefore the newspaper has to be thrown out and the carrier disinfected behind A-
ward.

New Concerns:

1. Feces needs to be scooped prior to spraying disinfectant.

2. Do not hang out in the morning to waste time. As soon as you're finished with inventory please
start your areas. Let’s give ourselves as much time as we can to finish.

3. We are abusing our breaks because we think we can’t be seen in the break area. If you get
caught taking a longer break than necessary you can be written up. Part of teamworlk is not
leaving your co-worker alone longer than needed.

4. |If you are inreceiving and it is slow, do not hang out in the break area. Clean up around the
office and the receiving lobby and assist the technician is anything he/she might need.

5. Pay attention to the due out dates. Adults dogs(6monthsor older) add 6 to today’s date.
Puppies(Under 6 months) next day.

6. Afternoon shift will be responsible for cleaning the MAC in the afternoon. Task will be assigned
to receiving personnel.

*Disinfectant™- Make sure we rinse thoroughly. We are using 1Stroke VQ. The foamers are set to
disinfect parvo. Although this soap is lighter it is still important that we rinse thoroughly.

*Laundry — It must be done in recovery and in the paper room. No excuses, it is a simple process that
takes 5 minutes of your time and the machine does the rest. If we don’t do laundry, we won't have rags
to clean or towels for surgery. This means the morning recovery person needs to do a load of laundry as
soon as they arrive in the room. Do not place rags in to bags that are going to be sent offsite for laundry.
Rags need to be washed here in the shelter.

*Trash* - Don’t leave your trash in the hallways or outside of A-ward. Trash goes in the dumpster. If you
need help ask but don’t leave it sitting there .If you know you can’t lift a full trash bag, replace the bag
when it’s half full.

Carriers — Metal carriers need to be disinfected after every single use. Changing the newspaper in
between dogs is not enough. Once a dog is placed in the carrier, that carrier is considered contaminated
and therefore the newspaper has to be thrown out and the carrier disinfected behind A-ward.

We need to be proactive in talking to costumers and helping them find a pet
to adopt.

cell Phone Policy — Everyone knows cell phones are not allowed to be used while working. This includes
taking pictures. After 10am, headphones need to be put away.
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Inventory updates — Afternoon shift — once you complete your inventory you are responsible for
updating it before turning it in.

Spray bottle are the only authorized way to clean the metal cages.

Moving Dogs — When moving dogs update the animal’s new location immediately. Don’t wait until you
move a few.

Changing dogs from cage to cage — Once a dogis in a cage, it is married to that cage unless authorized
by a supervisor. Do note place a pet in an empty cage for the purpose of cleaning.

performance Initiatives

Chameleon Errors — Some of you have already received errors that were committed while impounding. |
will continue to point out these mistakes to improve ourselves. Please make sure you are paying
attention to detail to try to minimize these mistakes

Chameleon Training — Once all new county employees have been trained on chameleon, we will
commence training those of you who are not proficient in impounding.

Absenteeism — Call outs have gotten significantly better. If this trend continues, | will try to implement a
4-10 schedule.

Back to normal/What happened

We were receiving 10-15 dogs every day that were parvo positive. Some tested positive the same day
and other the following day. As a preventative for us not to have an outbreak in the shelter, we
established protocols to be able to give the dogs at least 48 hours to show symptoms ina specific
section. This way should they break out, it would be more controlled. After a few days of this, the
number of cases decreased and we returned to normal. During this period, euthanasia went up 300%
from the previous numbers. This has now gone back down to 10% or less of the population.

Trap Neuter Release(TNR)

We have moved into a full blown TNR program. This means that all stray cats that come in who are
fearful, aggressive or feral will have s/n surgery and then be released where they came from. Owner
surrenders will be assessed on a case by case basis. Any cat that is injured or sick will not be able to take
part in this program. Border line cases will be determined by the clinic section. sick or injured cats need
to be taken directly to euthanasia from receiving. Cats removed from the adoption floor for space
reason, will be taken to T-room and placed as part of the TNR program. This is a great program that will
save the lives of millions of cats.

What kind or dog is that? Accuracy of dog breed assessment by canine stakeholders

Research supported the National Canine Research Foundation, Maddie’s Fund, and Merial

Tt is common for animal shelter staff, veterinarians, dog owners, and others to guess the breed of dogs based
on physical appearance. Breed identification is used on legal forms, in searching for lost dogs, and for prediction of
behavioral and health traits. Previous studies suggest that visual breed identification in animal shelters is unreliable,
but it is unknown what the reliability among other canine stakeholders is. The purpose of this study was to
determine the accuracy of visual breed identification compared to DNA breed profiles.

DNA breed signatures for 100 shelter dogs were developed using single nucleotide polymorphism genotypes
(Mars Wisdom Panel), followed by a Bayesian generative model to infer each dog’s heritage. Self-identified “dog-
experts,” including breeders, exhibitors, trainers, groomers, behaviorists, rescuers, shelter staff, veterinarians, and
veterinary technicians were recruited to complete an anonymous Internet survey in which they selected the most
likely breed from a drop-down menu for 20 randomly selected dogs depicted in photographs. Breed identification
was considered correct if a breed representing at least 25% of a dog’s genetic makeup was selected.

A total of 5,922 respondents representing all US states and territories completed the survey. Respondents
correctly identified a prominent breed an average of 27% of the time. Each of the dogs had an average of 53
different predominant breeds selected. No one correctly identified a breed for 6% of the dogs, and 22% of the dogs
had the correct breed chosen less than 1% of the time. Only 15% of the dogs were correctly identified more than
70% of the time.

These results indicate that, regardless of profession, visual identification of the breeds of dogs with unknown
heritage is poor. Faulty breed identifications may have lasting consequences, especially in areas where certain
breeds are regulated or prohibited. An alternative method for describing the appearance of dogs should be
developed.

Breaking Up a Dog Fight
How to Stop a Scuffle between Two Dogs

Sometimes, despite your best efforts to monitor their interactions, dogs get into fights. Luckily, most fights
last less than a few seconds, and you can often interrupt them by simply shouting at the dogs. If the fight
continues, however, you should be prepared to physically separate them.

Breaking up a dogfight can be dangerous. To reduce the likelihood of injury to all parties, follow the
guidelines below.

General Advice

e Have a plan. Decide in advance exactly what you'll do if a fight happens.

e Don't panic. Remember that most dogfights are noisy but harmless. If you stay calm, you'll be able to
separate two fighting dogs more safely and efficiently.

e DO NOT grab any dog by the collar if he/she starts to fight with another dog. It seems like the natural
thing to do, but it's a bad idea. The dog might whip around to bite you. This kind of bite, called
redirected aggression, is like a reflex. The dog simply reacts to the feeling of being grabbed and bites
without thinking. Many pet parents get bitten this way—even when their dogs haven‘t shown any signs
of aggression in the past. Another reason to avoid grabbing the dog’s collar is that it puts your hands
way too close to the action! You might be on the receiving end of a bite that was intended for the dog.

Plan A: Startle the Dogs or Use a Barrier
Before you physically separate two fighting dogs, try these methods:

o A sudden, loud sound will often interrupt a fight. Clap, yell and stomp your feet. If you have two metal
bowls, bang them together near the dogs’ heads. If a startling noise works to stop a fight, the noise is
effective almost immediately. If your noisemaking doesn't stop the fight within about three seconds, try
another method. :

e If there's a hose or water bowl handy, you can try spraying the dogs with water or dumping the bowl of
water on their heads.

e Try putting something between the fighting dogs. A large, flat, opaque object, like a piece of plywood, is
ideal because it both separates the dogs and blocks their view of each other. If such an object isn't
available, you can make do with a baby gate, a trash can or folded lawn chair. Throwing a large blanket
over both dogs is another option. The covered dogs may stop fighting if they can no longer see each
other.

Plan B: Physically Separate the Dogs

If other methods don‘t work or aren’t possible, it's time for Plan B. If you're wearing pants and boots or
shoes, use your lower body instead of your hands to break up the fight. If they're covered, your legs and
your feet are much more protected than your hands, and your legs are the strongest part of your body.

If you feel that it's necessary to grab the dogs, use this method:

1. You and a helper or the other dog’s pet parent should approach the dogs together. Try to separate them
at the same time.

3. Take hold of the dog’s back legs at the very top, just under her hips, right where her legs connect to the
body. (Avoid grabbing the lower legs. If you grab a dog’s legs at the knees, the ankles or paws, you can
cause serious injury.)

3. Like you'd lift a wheelbarrow, lift the dog’s back end so that the back legs come off of the ground. Then
move backwards, away from the other dog. As soon as you're a few steps away, do a 180-degree turn,
spinning your dog around so that she’s facing the opposite direction and can no longer see other dog.

The Aftermath

After the fight stops, immediately separate the dogs. Don't give them another chance to fight. It's important
to make sure that they can't see each other. If necessary, take one or both dogs into another room or area.
If the dogs are friends and you've interrupted a minor squabble, keep them apart until they calm down.
